Have your noticed the word “Pro Populo and not sure what it 
means? 
 

Missa pro populo (Latin: "Mass for the people") is a term used in 
liturgical texts and rules of the Catholic Church. It refers to the 
requirement of all ordained pastors to say Mass for the people of 
their parish. This is as opposed to a Mass said for a particular 
person, for the benefit of the celebrant alone, or for the benefit of 
the dead (see Requiem Mass). This requirement is often linked 
to the term parochial Mass, referring to the Mass said in the 
parochial or parish church. 
 
 

Mass for the parish 
The parochial Mass is celebrated for their welfare on all          
Sundays and holy days of obligation, even when suppressed. 
The parish priest is not obliged to say it personally; but if he 
does not, he must offer his own Mass for that intention.[1]                
Parishioners now fulfil their duty by assisting at Mass in any 
church 
 

Canon Law requires that each pastor celebrate one of the    
Sunday (Saturday evening) Masses with the intention being     
“Pro Populo”.  The Latin meaning of Pro Populo is                     
“for the people.”

  Holy Father’s Prayer November  
For children who suffer: We pray for children who are suffering, 
especially those who are homeless, orphans, and victims of war; 
may they be guaranteed access to education and the opportunity 
to experience family affection  

First Reading — David is anointed king of Israel 
(2 Samuel 5:1-3). 
Psalm —Let us go rejoicing to the house of the Lord (Psalm 122). 
Second Reading — The Father delivered us to the kingdom of 
his beloved Son (Colossians 1:12-20). 
Gospel — The repentant criminal receives Jesus’ promise of  
Paradise (Luke 23:35-43).  

What kind of King is Jesus? How do you envision him?                 
Remembering that they were promised a king from the line of Da-
vid, the Israelites hoped for a Messiah who would set their political 
problems aright and bring about a worldly kingdom of Judaic              
power. Even Psalm 122 seems to describe this type of ruler. 
Luke’s Gospel today shreds that image after the whip of the            
Roman soldiers tore at Jesus’ flesh. Still, the Romans flaunted the 
traditional notion with their ironic inscription above King Jesus’ 
crown of thorns. Soldiers and ordinary people jeered the royal title 
at him. Yet the throne of Jesus was the cross of Christ, from which 
he dispensed kingly mercy and justice toward the humble criminal 
who shared his execution. Writing to the Colossians, Saint Paul 
describes the truth about Jesus and his kingship, using words like 
fullness, peace, and forgiveness.
